Gold, Silver and Bronze Medals



Companhia Agrícola do Sanguinhal, wine producer in the Demarcated Region of Óbidos since the end of the 19th century , saw 4 of its wines distinguished in prestigious international competitions, namely  “Concours Les Citadelles du vin”, Bordeaux 2009 “13th Berlin Wine Trophy”, Berlin, “Concours Mondial de Bruxelles”, Brussels, “Challange du Vin”, Bourg, “International Wine & Spirit Competition”, London, “DecanterWorld Wine Awards”, London and “Wine Masters Challenge”, Estoril, all of which were recently held. 
Competing against the best at world level, Companhia Agrícola do Sanguinhal was again recognized in the European market for its production of quality wines, having obtained two gold medals, three silver medals and four bonze medals since the beginning of 2009. 

The following wines are particularly worth mentioning:

Sanguinhal Syrah/Touriga Nacional 2004 obtained a gold medal at “Concours Mondial de Bruxelles” Brussels and a gold medal at “DecanterWorld Wine Awards”, London 2009. This wine is made from the Syrah and Touriga Nacional varieties, having aged 12 months in French oak barrels. 

Península Estremadura  2005 Tinto was awarded a gold medal at the “13th Berlin Wine Trophy” 2009. This wine stems from the Castelão and Aragonez varieties and ages 5 months in French and American oak barrels.
Quinta das Cerejeiras Reserva 2003 obtained a prestigious award at the “Concours Les Citadelles du Vin”, Bordeaux, and two bronze medals at “International Wine & Spirit Competition” and  “Decanter World Wine Awards”, London, 2009. This wine is made from the Castelão, Touriga Nacional and Aragonez varieties and ages 24 months in large oak barrels.

Sanguinhal Cabernet/Aragonez 2004 was awarded a bronze medal at “Challange du Vin”, Bourg 2009. It results from a blending of Syrah and Touriga Nacional, ageing 12 months in French oak barrels.

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We point out that in 2008 the wines from Companhia Agrícola do Sanguinhal were distinguished with 2 gold medals, 10 silver medals, 2 bronze medals and 3 honourable mentions.

With head-office in Bombarral, Companhia Agrícola do Sanguinhal owns three estates which include 90 hectares of vineyards located in the heart of the Demarcated Region of Óbidos. The company was established by the same family that presently owns and runs it.  Its wine production was started over one century ago in the estates after which the most famous wines in this region are named: Quinta do Sanguinhal, Quinta das Cerejeiras and Quinta de S. Francisco.


The company is also active in the tourism and services business, taking advantage of the enormous potential of all its facilities. To this end, it restored cellars and a distillery where it holds private and corporate events and wine tastings for tourism purposes.
